That's the view David took of the
situation anyway. He reckoned Bill had put
s0 much into that album before they ever
set foot into a studio, that he wasn't going
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to see him barred from the final production
— N0 way

He was also pretty fixed on having Ricky
Fatar and Bryan Garofolo with him. Now
these are two names that should have a
tamillar ring 1o you — even before they
started working with David

Bryan's made quite a name for himself as
Joe Walsh's bass player — lbbok back to
our August issue 1o see a pic of David with
his wife. And Ricky s, of course, ex-Beach
Boy, along with Bruce Johnston who's
been working 80 closely with David during
the past year o so.
