going to audition after audition, but noth-
ing seemed to click. At the same time, I
started taking classes at the David Craig
School of Musical Comedy.

I went to an “audition for a musi-
cal play called The Fig Leaves Are Fall-
ing, by Allan Sherman. I was called back
four more times. Finally, the fifth time, it
was down to another kid and myself . . .
