And David is just smiling, as
he zips up his boots and pulls on his
shirt getting himself primed for the
big moment when he will bound out
onto the stage!

DAVID'S MOMENTS ALONE!

Right before David goes out to
meet his fans onstage, he likes a few
moments completely alone. Everyone
clears out, and I'm usually the last
one to leave, snapping photos up 'til
the last second. I don't see him again
till he’s on stage. Davids told me
that when he’s all alone in his dres-
sing room, he can relax his mind and
soul. That's how he gets himself set
for going out before 10,000 scream-
ing, deliriously happy girls! He calms
himself and gathers his energy for
the big moment.
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DAVID! DAVID!

Then it happens! The arena lights
suddenly go out and the crowd starts
a-:reammgT Then David comes out of
the dressing room door, almost run-
ning! He bursts on stage with a dozen
spotlights focusing only on him! Thou-
sands and thousands of flashbulbs are
going offl The whole auditorium is
alive with girls calling his name!
They're sending all their excitement
and energy directly to him! It’s fantas-
tic! It's uvenvhelmmg

WHAT DAVID'S LIKE ON STAGE!

When David’s on stage, it's almost
like he’s another person from the
gentle and quiet young man that I
was just talking to a few minutes
before in the dressing room. This
David Cassidy is moving, dancing in
the brilliant spotlight beams, and
singing his heart out! I'm running
around at the bottom of the stage
snapping pictures! (If you've been at
one of David's concerts you've
probably seen mel). Above me, on
stage, David is totally and absolutely
concentrating on his fans!

DAVID'S AMAZING MAGIC!

When David’'s on stage his energy
is amazing! He's really turned on!
The super-energy that David gener-
ates on stage has a lot to do with the
love he gets from his fans. For in-
stance, at the Florida concerts,
10,000 girls were focusing all their
love, energy, and emotions right at
him!

The audience’s love drives David ev-
er higher!
