numbers guite a few times because a
lot of phone calls kept coming in ask-
ing, ‘Is David Cassidy there? So, I
mean, in things like that they’ve ob-
viously been affected.”

David assured them that, yes, he
would make a movie—-"if a pgood
enough project comes along,” and no,
he is “absolutely not" perfect, as some
teen magazines suggest.

How did he feel about one particular
article that said he was wvery self-
centered and didn't eare about the
Vietnam war?

“T was told about that article,” the
voung singer said, seriously. “In par-
ticular, that I was celf-centered. May-
be I am. But I suppose everyone cares
a bit about himself. What [ did say :
was this: ‘What is good for David Cas- Boa's shake you This is
sidy is not necessarily good for you.' I PENNY EACH you can give that litls gurf the most thr
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actor and working and I was really in-
volved. I think I was doing a Bonanza
show at the time. I had done about
three or four shows in a row. I really
felt I was starting something happen-
ing. Then this whole thing happened
with the lottery and I remember com-
ing home from work. I mean [ was a
wreck. I was sitting there and my
whole future was being decided.
They'll say, ‘We'll give you a job when
you come back.” It's not like that for
an actor or someone in my position
so I think I was very fortunate.”

Again that question on how he feels
about the “rumor” that his father is
jealous because David is more popular
than he is:

“I don't really know. . . . When he
looks at me I don't get the feeling that
he resents me. I get the feeling he's
awed by the situation, as am [. You
know, not by me, myself, but by the
situation.”

I was glad when that session was
over because I could see how tired Da-
vid was. But, in spite of that, he tried
to see as many people individually as
he could, sign as many autographs as
13 humanly possible, And always, al-
ways, alwavs he was gracious and po-
lite and friendly.

By the time we arrived at The Gar-
den on Saturday, tension was mount-
ing. David had taken a turn for the
worse; he was running a temperature
and his voice was beginning to give
way. It was decided to do the complete
run-through of the show without him,
to save whatever voice he had for the
concert.

By the time Bruce Morrow (Cousin
Brucie of WABC-Radio) opened the
show, guards at The Garden were hav-
ing their hands full just keeping the
over anxious audience seated. The
Ellingsons sang; then Dawn. By that
time the kids were hooting and stamp-
ing their feet and ecalling for “DAAA-
VIDDDDDDD!” Te use up some of
this energy, Cousin Brucie had the
audience — 21 thousand strong —sing
Happy Birthday to David, who was
watching the show on closed circuit
