other shows ahead of it in popularity.

The man who produces the show,
Robert Claver, has told the press that
it costs $125,000 weekly to stage and
the audience number really doesn’t
merit that expense., He adds, however,
that the appeal of David Cassidy is so
strong it practically keeps the show on
the air by itself “because he has a
loyal, determined and faithful regular
audience, and you cannot underestimate
their influence.”

The influence Claver refers to helps
zell millions of dollars of David Cas-
sidv articles each vyear. In one day,
four of The Partridge Family albums
sold 200,000 copies. David Cassidy
shirts, dresses, blouses, coloring books,
lunch boxes, love stickers sell in the
hundreds of thousands. A David Cas-
sidy poster sells for two dollars and
photo albums and love kits go for a
dollar apiece.

Claver reports that royalties alone
from bubble gum bearing the Partridge
Family seal of approval scooped in
$100,000 in one year. David is such big
business he is even a company, Daru
Enterprises, Inc. His recent trip to
England made the British people for-
get that the former kings, the Beatles,
came from that country.

This is the gold-plated trap David is
in today, one that frankly frightens him
to the point where he thinks he would
be hetter off stepping out of the lime-
light very shortly rather than jeopar-
dize his future.

“How long can I be a teen idol?" he
asks. “As I said, maybe another two
years. Then what? Maybe the kids who
like me now will laugh at me then be-
caunse they've found someone new. 1
want to be a serious actor. But will
industry producers take me seriously?
I wonder. They'll say that I made a lot
of girls happy with my singing, but so
did a lot of other fellows in the past.

“They’ll say that I have nothing to
worry about . . . that I've made a lot of
money. 1 can do anything I want, be
anything, go anywhere, Well, that isn’t
true, hecause you can't escape from
yourself. T don't want to go the rest of
my life known only as a former teen
idel.”

This is the hind David now finds him-
self in. His advisers came to him with
a $125,000 proposal to do a thirty-week
Saturday cartoon series in which he
would “star.” He urged them to reject
the idea because it might come back
and haunt him ten years from now when
he is trying to be a serious actor.

But while he is a teen idol David
lives up to the role with simple d_ig-
nity. He relishes his fans and would like
to give them more attention, but their
numbers make that virtually impossible.

“Actually, they frighten me,” he says.
“There iz just so many of them and I'm
really afraid I'll be trampled in the rush
or someone else will get hurt. I've seen
it happen . . . kids being knocked over
and police having to carry them away.”

David likes talking to his fans in
groups of three or four because “that
way we can all get our opinions in and
scratch around and come up with good
conversation. If a girl is alone she
might have a tendency to be shy and
