““Your head line is very, very direct,
goes straight across your hand. That
means that you don't play games with
people. You don't carry on and get de-
vious—you're very direct. Your head
line has it all figured out as to what
you're going to tell people—but there's
one problem—emotionally you don’t
like to attack. That's part of the minis-
tar thing.

“*As a young child you were very,
