Then tragedy struck. A young
girl, who was just fourteen years
uhl died from a heart attack at
one of his concerts in London.
She loved David! His music, his
voice. Everything about him made
her h.lpp\' She went to his con-
cert to feel even happier, but the
excitement was too much for her.
Her heart faltered and stopped.
Bernadette Wheeler was rushed
to the hospital, and when David
found out what happened he
called the hospital and sent her
flowers, On May 30, 1974, she
died.

Certainly nobody blames David
for her death. It just happened.
But for David, mld for Berna-
dette’s family, it was a new trag-
edy. It is not something ml}lm{h'
can forget, least of all David. He’s
at home in seclusion now, and has
no new plans for any immediate jj#
concert dates. It is a time of sad- B
ness for him now, and it's a time
when he needs his fans and friends
more than ever. Are you still there
for him to call upon if he needs
you?
