Bruce Book 
Helps Promo 
On Douglas LP 
HOLLYWOOD - Douglas Records is 
using "The Essential Lenny Bruce," 
its hit book with over 400,000 sales, 
to lend promo support to "What I 
Was Arrested For," the Bruce LP re- 
leased through Douglas' Columbia 
distribution. 

The book, now repackaged with the 
same cover as the album, is dis- 
tributed by Ballantine Books. Douglas 
Records exec manager Phil Willen ar- 
ranged with local Columbia distribu- 
tors co-op promotions with record 
stores in 12 markets, in which a copy 
of the book will be given away with 
the purchase of the album. 

The promo began in L.A., in which 
the Wherehouse record chain ran 
spots on KPPC-FM advertising the 
package. 

Vinton's `America' 
Single Re -Issued 
Epic Records had decided to re -issue 
Bobby Vinton's record of "God Bless 
America" as the "A" side of his cur- 
rent record. It was previously the "B" 
side of his single "A Little Bit Of 
You". Vinton is currently promoting 
the idea that "God Bless America" 
replace "The Star Spangled Banner" 
as our National Anthem. 

L.A. Chain Sets 
$6.99 Chicago Price 
HOLLYWOOD - The Akron, a Los 
Angeles -based retail chain, has been 
selling Columbia's four -record album 
"Chicago at Carnegie Hall" for $6.99. 
The price is, according to Columbia 
West Coast sales head Bill Shaler, 
"the lowest we've heard of in this 
market." By way of comparison, dis- 
count outlet Tower Records is selling 
the set for $7.88, Wallichs' Music City 
chain for $10.98. Manufacturer's sug- 
gested retail price is $12.98. 

Akron representative Richard 
Hadel told Cash Box, "We are pri- 
marily a promotional outlet, and 
when we can get a good price on 
something, we'll sell it as low as we 
can." The 21 -store chain is not pri- 
marily a record merchandiser, records 
are purchased from a variety of sour- 
ces-rack jobbers, distributers and 
factory outlets. Hadel declined to 
name his source for the Chicago al- 
bum, but when asked if the store was 
selling it at a loss, stated, "We make 
monty on everything we sell." (Cali- 
fornia has a unique law stating, in 
essence, that merchandise must be 
sold for a minimum of 6% above 
cost.) 

The album package, consisting of 
four records, three posters, a concert 
program and a voter registration in- 
formation form, is selling well, hav- 
ing entered the Cash Box chart at 
#26 last week.

"Baby The Rain Must Fall" man returns to 
the disk scene with an LP chock-full of con- 
temporary tunes performed in a country -rock 
vein, quite a bit more animated than any of 
his previous work. Ron Davies' "Silent Song 
Thru The Land" is the best example of his 
new-found umph, which proves to be funky and 
most enjoyable. Other songwriters represented 
on the package include Hoyt Axton, John Stew- 
art, Tom Paxton and Dick Holler. Of substantial 
interest to a cross-section of record buyers. 

WALDEN-Nature-Alithia 9100 
More than a hundred years ago Henry David 

Thoreau found solace and new meaning for his 
life by visiting Walden pond. Now this brightly 
voiced ensemble has found in his writings the 
inspiration for an album of songs. Call it what 
you will-a nature concept album maybe-it's 
certainly an exhilarting listening experience. 
Pay special attention to "Travel" and "Every- 
body Hears A Different Drummer." 
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
