He is handling all 
phases of each group's business in the 
United States including record label 
deals, tour and concert performance 
arrangements, work exchanges and 
visas.

Merging Units 
HOLBROOK, NEW YORK - View- 
lex, Inc., has formed the Viewlex Cus- 
tom Services Division, linking the 10 
Viewlex subsidiaries engaged in rec- 
ord pressing, tape duplicating, print- 
ing, and packaging. 

David Peirez, president, stated that 
this division will serve to consolidate 
the activity of the Viewlex leisure - 
time companies into a nationwide net- 
work that will service the music in- 
dustry as well as industrial and edu- 
cational clients with "complete one - 
stop service for all of their record 
and tape manufacturing needs." 

Harry Charlston, corporate vice 
president, will be in charge of the 
new division, coordinating the activi- 
ties of the subsidiaries which include: 
Allentown Record Company, Inc.; 
American Record Pressing Company; 
Andrews Nunnery Envelope & Paner 
Corp., Bell Sound Studios, Inc.; A & B 
Duplicators; Globe Albums & Produc- 
tions, Inc.; Globe Albums West; Mon- 
arch Record Manufacturing Corp.; 
Monarch Tape; and Sonic Recording

As part of this major corporate re- 
organization all of the subsidiaries 
will be involved in official name 
changes combining the parent corpo- 
ration's name with their existing 
names. For example, the division's 
west coast record pressing and tape 
duplicating plant will be known as 
Viewlex-Monarch. 

Ferde Grofe 
Is Dead At 80 
SANTA MONICA, CALIF - Ferde 
Grofe, who tried to "explain America 
in music," died here last week (3) at 
the age of 80. 

Grofe's most famous work was 
"Grand Canyon Suite," featuring a 
segment, "On the Trail," that was to 
become the familiar theme for the 
Philip Morris cigarette commercials. 
Grofe also arranged and orchestrated 
George Gershwin's "Rhapsody in 
Blue" for its historic presentation at 
Aeolian Hall on Feb. 12, 1924, with 
Paul Whiteman conducting. Grofe 
also arranged Whiteman's big record 
hit, "Whispering," one of the first 
million -selling disks. Grofe's other 
works include "Broadway at Night," 
"Tabloid," "Mississippi Suite," "Mark 
Twain Suite" and "Hollywood Suite." 

Surviving the composer are his sec- 
ond wife and four children. 

`Purple' Man Ill; 
Some Shows Off 
NEW YORK - Ritchie Blackmore, 
lead guitarist of top British hard rock 
group Deep Purple was stricken with 
yellow jaundice on Fri., Mar. 31, 
forcing the group to cancel four of its 
dates and go into intense rehearsal 
with temporary replacement Randy 
California, formerly of Spirit. 

Purple arrived in the U.S. on Mar. 
17 to begin an extensive 25 city pro- 
mo tour for its just released Warner's 
LP "Machine Head." They played nine 
of their scheduled dates before 
Blackmore fell ill. On Friday, the five 
member group played IMA Auditori- 
um in Flint, Michigan as a foursome, 
cancelled Columbus, Ohio (4-1), De- 
troit, Mich. (4-2), Louisville, Ky. 
(4-3), and Pittsburgh, Pa. (4-4), and 
returned to New York to rehearse 
with California at Staten Island's Ritz 
Theater. 

The group will pick up their tour, 
booked by ATI at Quebec's Coliseum 
April 6. 

Blackmore is currently being 
treated in a London hospital for hepi- 
titus.
