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TOMMY-The London Symphony Orchestra 
and Chamber Choir with Guest Soloists-Ode

What we have to say is perhaps a bit rash, 
but we call the shots as we see them. This, 
the most ambitious of all rock LP's has the 
potential to become the biggest selling album 
in the history of the recording business. Guest 
soloists include: The Who, Sandy Denny, Steve 
Winwood, Maggie Bell, Richie Havens, Merry 
Clayton, Ringo Starr, Rod Stewart and Richard 
Harris. We repeat that late bulletin, the biggest 
record in the history of our industry on all 
fronts. 

JOURNEY THROUGH THE PAST, SOUND- 
TRACK-Neil Young-Reprise 2XS 6480 

Regardless of how well the movie fares, you 
can expect the name of Neil Young and the 
contents herein to chalk up another gold LP. 
If the tracks are any indication of what the 
film's about, it is a documentary of Young 
beginning with Buffalo Springfield and con- 
tinuing on through CSN&Y and his solo career. 
In addition to never before released versions 
of his best known songs, there's an intriguing 
instrumental from Brian Wilson and two 
Biblical references ("Handel's Messiah" and 
"King Of Kings."). 

NO SECRETS - Carly Simon - Elektra EKS- 
75049 

Her first two LPs were substantial, both 
artistically and commercially. She won the 
"Best New Artist" award from NARAS and was 
certainly no stranger to public acclaim from 
all sectors. But this new LP is her "Tapestry" 
in the sense that it is bound to top the charts 
for weeks, and remain a best seller for many, 
many months. Richard Perry produced. The 
now familiar drums of Andy Newmark and 
lead guitar of Jimmy Ryan are augmented by 
Paul & Linda McCartney, James Taylor, Bon- 
nie Bramlett, Nicky Hopkins and on the single, 
"You're So Vain" vocals that sound a whole 
lot (like Mick Jagger. Triumph! 

CREEDENCE GOLD-Creedence Clearwater Re- 
vival-Fantasy 9418 

This was a group who knew what hits were 
all about. News of their break-up should 
further heighten buyer interest in this kind of 
package, one their fans have been waiting for 
a long time to get their ears and hands on. 
Selections imply that there will be a volume 
2 or 3 in the offing, but for now, you've got two 
mammoth tracks ("Suzie Q" and "I Heard It 
Through The Grapevine") in their entirities 
along with "Proud Mary," "Bad Moon Rising" 
and four more. Solid catalog stuff. 

AN ANTHOLOGY-Duane Allman-Capricorn 
2CP 0108 

A two -record set tracing the development of 
the legendary guitarist's style, first as a side- 
man, and later as the primary force in groups. 
Hits by Aretha, Wilson Pickett and Clarence 
Carter are interspersed with some previously 
unreleased tracks from Hourglass, a duo with 
Eric Clapton and The Allman Brothers Band 
in its original form. Other tracks, feature Duane 
with Delaney & Bonnie, King Curtis, Cowboy 
and Johnny Jenkins. A fitting musical history 
and tribute; one that listens as well as it 
looks. 

MAN OF LA MANCHA-Soundtrack-United 
Artists UAS-9906 

Going before the public in the weeks to 
come, UA's "Man of La Mancha" should prove 
the final stamp of approval for this sturdy 
musical. The Mitch Leigh -Joe Darion songs are 
as melodic and fervent as ever, done with 
appropriate flair on this soundtrack. The film 
stars Peter O'Toole, Sophia Loren and James 
Coco, which all sounds like perfect casting. 
Will surely open a new sales dimension for the 
score, with this track version cashing -in 
heavily. 
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ONE MAN DOG-James Taylor-Warner Bros. 
BS 2660 

The long-awaited sequel to "Mud Slide Slim" 
is at last upon us. No less than nineteen 
tunes (and tunettes) greet the Taylor fan; 
much of the sounds feature his trademarked 
acoustic ease of approach but many tracks 
display some really inventive brass. The single, 
"Don't Let Me Be Lonely Tonight" is the al- 
bum's standout. Also on the same high plane, 
"Back On The Street Again." A whole bunch 
of notables join in-both family (sister Kate, 
wife Carley Simon, brother Alex and Hugh) 
and friends (Carole King, Linda Ronstadt and 
The Section). Will be one of the year's biggest. 

HOMECOMING - America - Warner Bros. BS 
2655 

Almost every top act today has made it the 
long, hard way. Almost. Not that America 
really zipped down Easy Street to Big Timeland, 
but it does seem that way. Their first LP went 
to #1 (as did their first single) before you 
could saddle a horse with no name. And with 
"Ventura Highway" being a solid road on 
which to continue travelling in fine fashion, 
this LP shapes up as another hugie. High- 
lights are their own "California Revisited" and 
John Martyn's "Head & Heart." 

EUROPE '72 - The Grateful Dead - Warner 
Bros. 3WX 2668 

Multiple record sets are nothing new for 
Dead fans, neither are live LPs. But this is 
their first triple live package, and it's bound 
to be one of their biggest in more ways than 
one.. There's the omnipotent "Truckin' " (all 
thirteen -minutes -plus of it), blues ("Hurts Me 
Too"), their salute to the sound (though not 
the material) of the Everlys ("I Know You, 
Rider") and some jazz impressions to boot 
(get it, boot?). The running time of the pack- 
age more closely approximates their live per- 
formances than any of their previous releases. 
This one's only missing three more sides or so. 

THE PARTRIDGE FAMILY NOTEBOOK - Bell 
1111 

The latest from TV's first family of song 
features a hefty helping of remakes: The Ani- 
mals' "We've Gotta Get Out Of This Place" 
along with The Ronettes' "Walking In The 
Rain" and the group's current single item, 
"Looking Through The Eyes Of Love," origi- 
nally famoused by Gene Pitney. Of the new 
material, "Friend And A Lover" is the high- 
light, having a very persistent beat and sing- 
a -long profile. Once again, the lead vocals of 
David Cassidy, the production expertise of Wes 
Farrell and the contributions of arranger Mike 
Melvoin combine to give their fans just what 
they've come to expect from the top charting 
team. 

WAR HEROES - Jimi Hendrix - Reprise MS 
2103 

The label continues in its posthumous re- 
lease schedule of tracks by the father of pro- 
gressive electric guitar. His power to create 
excitement with each "new" release proves 
how much of a giant Hendrix really was. Here, 
he's joined by Mitch Mitchell (drums), Billy 
Cox (bass), and on three cuts, Noel Redding 
(bass). Most interesting are his interpretations 
of Henry Mancini's theme from "Peter Gunn" 
and a nursery rhyme turned acid," "3 Little 
Bears." The man for all reasons. 

IN THE CAN-Flash-Capitol SMAS-11115 
The group made it by word of mouth with 

their first release. Head shops started import- 
ing the British copies and one fan led to an- 
other. For their second LP effort, the group 
has once again used a suggestive cover photo. 
But the real interest lies in the music, which 
can primatively be described as magic rock 
of the type Yes are known for. Flash's "In The 
Can" is no flash in the pan. 
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
