The new unit, 
called Charisma Artists, will be head- 
ed by Paul Conroy who has recently 
joined the organisation from the Red 
Bus agency. Initial acts to be rep- 
resented by the company are Capabil- 
ity Brown and Spread Eagle, who are 
also pacted to Stratton -Smith's 
Quartet Music handled here by Carlin 
Music. Conroy, in addition to provid- 
ing a full agency 'service for new ar- 
tists signed to Charisma will also 
continue to provide agency represen- 
tation for Mark -Almond. 'Charisma's 
other agency activities will continue 
to be handled by Terry King Associ- 
ates. 

Tape cassette and cartridge rights 
for the Charisma catalogue are in- 
cluded in three important licensing 
deals signed by Precision Tapes MD 
Walter Woyda. The others cover tape 
rights to B&C and Unicorn cata- 
logues. The agreements are for a two- 
year term with options and were 
finalised between Woyda and B&C's 
Lee Gopthal and Unicorn label chief 
John Goldsmith. First releases under 
the new deals are scheduled for mid - 
February and will include material 
by Nice, Lindisfarne, Bell and Arc, 
Van der Graaf Generator, Elegy and 
Steeleye Span. 

Derek White, previously promotion 
manager with MAM, has joined Larry 
Page's Penny Farthing organisation. 
White will be responsible for overall 
promotion on both the label and its 
associated publishing outlet Page 
Full of Hits. 

After a short series of preliminary 
previews the Harold Prince -Richard 
Pilbrow production of "Company" 
opened in London to general critical 
acclaim. CBS A -&-R executive Mike 
Smith has re-recorded those segments 
of the show featuring lead actor Lar- 
ry Kert, and these will be slotted into 
the original masters from the earlier 
Broadway cast album to provide the 
local cast recording scheduled for re- 
lease here on February 11. 

Saying it with music. Both Tony 
Bennett and the New Seekers ex- 
pressed their gratitude at grassroots 

level last week. Bennett took time out 
from his hectic Thames -TV filming 
schedule to perform at the annual 
dinner dance for CBS plant employ- 
ees, backed by the Maynard Ferguson 
band. The New Seekers, whose local 
chart hit of 'I'd like to teach the 
world to sing' has now passed the 
750,000 mark, showed their apprecia- 
tion by giving a free concert for a 
thousand workers at the Coca-Cola 
plant in Birmingham. 

Chess Records will record Chuck 
Berry's performance at the Lanches- 
ter Arts Festival on February 3 for a 
planned live album release later in the 
year. Berry is slated for other British 
dates during late March and Chess 
have scheduled the "Decade" album, 
featuring his 1956-65 recordings, to 
co -incide with the tour. The legendary 
guitarist's previous visits in 1968-69 
were notable for the violent uproar 
and vandalism caused by Berry's pri- 
mordial followers. 

A & M Records are placing sub- 
stantial support behind Humble Pie's 
"Rockin' the Fillmore" album as the 
group embark on their first lengthy 
tour of the UK which will extend into 
March. DJM's group Hookfoot, who 
share the bill, will have their new 
album "Good Times are a'comin" 
rush -released to tie-in with the con- 
certs. 

After their well -received concert 
appearances here last November, The 
Everly Brothers return to London in 
mid -February to film for BBC -TV's In 
Concert series and the Englebert 
Humperdinck Show. The visit will 
also serve to promote the duo's first 
album for RCA "26" which the com- 
pany are importing from the States 
in substantial quantities.

Argentina 
RCA's president, Adolfo Pino, 

travelled to Europe last week for 
talks with the RCA people regarding 
future plans for the diskery on an 
International and local level. The 
trip includes Spain, France and Italy, 
and will include also a study about 
further increases in the release of Ar- 
gentine product in the European mar- 
kets. RCA has been successfully mar- 
keting local waxings in the States, 
and this looks as a logical step for 
1972. 

Music Hall's Luis Calvo holds great 
hopes about the future of folk chan- 
ter Daniel Toro, whose recent re- 
cordings have been covering a field 
that links with the teen market, and 
thus opens new 'possibilities for the 
changer. Toro is also a composer, and 
has several LP's already cut for Mu- 
sic Hall. 

Fermata's Mauricio Brenner is 
working hard on the promotion of 
changer and composer Osmar Al- 
varez, whose first LP has been re- 
leased some weeks ago. Alvarez is a 
teacher in one of the suburbs of Buenos 
Aires, and has several tunes that have 
been published by the corresponding 
branch of Fermata. 

Phonogram's Bentivoglio traveled 
to Cordoba last week, to be present at 
the Cosquin Song Festival, there. The 
diskery has a strong interest in the 
folk market, and has released a two - 
LP set that carries the latest re- 
cordings by the artists appearing at 

the contest. The set is selling very 
well, and the estimated attendance at 
the event is about 150,000. 

Disc Jockey's Rodriguez Luque in- 
forms that his people is working on 
the new single by Arnaldo Maciel, 
"Chau Rutina", and a new one by 
well known group Septima Brigada: 
"Como si Fueras Luna". There are 
also waxings by Yaco Monti, Johnny 
Allon and group Morning Star, all of 
them aiming at the teenage market. 

CBS' Hecio Cuomo feels happy 
with the success of the latest single 
by Roberto Carlos, "Amada Amante", 
which reached the tap place in the 
charts a few weeks ago, and is still 
running very well. The latest LP by 
this Brazilian artist is also selling 
well, and he may be considered one of 
the most consistent Latin American 
artists in this market. 

Microfon's Kaminsky is planning a 
new trip to the States, to 'be started 
in a few weeks. Among the main 
points in the trek appears the signing 
of new contracts with U.S. labels, and 
the revamping of the net of labels 
distributing Microfom product in Lat- 
in America. 

Odeon is working hard on the new 
album by Spanish artist Joan Manuel 
Serrat, "Mediterraneo," which is sell- 
ing well, has entered the charts, and 
means the comeback of the chanter, 
one of the top artists of 1971. Serrat 
will perform soon, in person, at the 
Opera Theater. 
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In the Federal Republic discussions 
took .place again about private radio 
stations. In Munich, the city of the 
Olympic Games, representatives of 
big political parties endeavored for 
the establishment of the first commer- 
cial programs in Germany. Also, in 
Kiel, the Olympic regattas will take 
place; there are plans for an own 
commercial radio, but Federal 
Chancellor Willy Brandt offers resis- 
tance against this plan. He would be 
able, if necessary, to stop the com- 
mercial radio (and TV) in Germany 
through the Federal Constitutional 
Court. 

The German hit festival 1972 is un- 
certain again. After negotiations a 
few weeks ago about the per- 
formance, the German TV announced 
that they are not willing to telecast 
this competition. And without TV 
there will 'be no festival. 

Electrola in Cologne, subsidiary of 
EMI, organizes at present the perhaps 
biggest distribution organisation of 
records in Germany. After Electrola 
has agreed upon a cooperation with 
the EMI company Music For Pleasure 
(MFP), this group disposes in Ger- 
many of more than 100 representa- 
tives. 

BASF, newcomer in the record 
trade, announced the most promising 
album of this month. The interpret is 
a new female singer, named Sandra. 

Toshiba Meet

agers of 1972 on Jan. 19.
