The LP was produced by Cassidy and
Barry Ainsworth, and contains "lIt's
Preying On My Mind,” co-written by Cas-
sidy, and has Cassidy covering such hits
as. Leon Russell's "Delta Lady,” The
Beatles' "'Please Please Me,” The
Rascals' "How Can | Be Sure,” Stephen
Stills” "For What It's Worth,” the mediey
of "C.C. Rider Blues/Jenny Jenny.  and
MNeil Sedaka's "Breaking Up Is Hard To
Do.” The album closes with an extended
mediey of “"Blue Suede Shoes,” "Rock
Around The Clock,” "Rock and Roll
Music,” "Jailhouse Rock” and Cassidy's
versionof "Rock Me Baby."
